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Beginnjng in May 2009, lay judges chosen from the citizens began taking part in criminal trials along
with the judges. ‘

This is called the lay judge system.

(IThis systemn applies to the district courts first trial of criminal trials involving serious ctimes carrying

heavy penalties, such as murder and robbery resulting in death. P

The lay judges are randomly chosen from eligible candidates 20 years age and older.

It is generally a trial with a panel system made up of 3 judges and 6 lay judges.

{:}Eudgements are decided through a majority vote of judges and lay judges and the judgment must

contain the agreement of at least one judge or one lay judge.

Lay judges are charged with. the responsibility of attending court and the duty secrecy.

Lay judges receive a daily payment of no more than 10,000 yen.
